Parents of SEND Students in Year 9 have the opportunity to make an appointment with Ms Geddes and
Mrs Williams to discuss progress or support for the academic year. This is an optional appointment, as
you will have contact with the SEND team throughout the year.

Parents of EAL (English as an Additional Language) students in Year 9 also have the opportunity to make
an appointment with Mrs Garea to discuss their child’s progress and life at PRS as part of the EAL
community. As your child is studying in a language that is different from their home language, they may
face unigue challenges. This appointment will help you understand how best to support them and how
you can continue to encourage their progress.

Philosophy (R&P), including your child's progress in the subject and their suitability for GCSE. As Head
of Year 9, | recognise that parents may wish to discuss pastoral, behavioural or wider academic matters.
